Isaiah 55:7 (GNT), "Let the wicked leave their way of life and change their way of thinking. Let them turn to the Lord, our God; he is merciful and quick to forgive."  
2.  God Forgives ___________________________________________________
Colossians 2:13-14 (NLT), "You were dead because of your sins and because your sinful nature was not yet cut away. Then God made you alive with Christ, for he forgave all our sins. He canceled the record of the charges against us and took it away by nailing it to the cross.”
Jeremiah 31:34b (NLT), "And I will forgive their wickedness, and I will never again remember their sins.
3.  God Forgives ___________________________________________________
1 John 1:9 (NLT), "But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all wickedness.”
Hebrews 7:25 (NLT), "Therefore he is able, once and forever, to save those who come to God through him. 

He lives forever to intercede with God on their behalf.”

Romans 3:23-24 (NLT), "For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God’s glorious standard. Yet God, 

in his grace, freely makes us right in his sight. He did this through Christ Jesus when he freed us from the penalty for our sins.”
Ephesians 2:8-9 (NLT), "God saved you by his grace when you believed. And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from God. Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done, so none of us can boast about it.”
